What is it?

The Honors Program is an enrichment program that will complement the education the student already receives at Victory.  Students in the Honors Program will complete a course of work that has been developed by their teachers at the school.  The curriculum is not limited to one class or subject, but encompasses all of them.  The intent of this program is twofold: to provide further challenges for exceptional students, and to help good students develop the healthy study habits they will need to be successful in the years to come.  

Who can participate?


Only students who have been invited to join the Honors Program by the principal of Victory will be allowed to participate in the Honors Program. 

How will the honors student be graded?

Upon successfully completing the program, the student will be honored by graduating “With Honors.”  Students will also have a separate Semester Grade on their report card for Honors.  This grade does affect Honor Roll status.  The Semester Grade will depend upon the quality of the work submitted to the teachers by the student.  Any student who does not maintain a B will not be allowed to continue in the Honors Program.  


What will the student have to do?



Reading/History

Instead of completing book reports for their Reading class, Honors Students are expected to complete four books every year from the Honors Reading List.  Please see the attached list.
Cultural Events


As the honors curriculum is geared towards introducing students to high culture, students will also be required to attend a few cultural events.


For the 2008-2009 school year, the student will attend the following:  Jefferson Parish’s performance of Madame Butterfly, Tulane’s production of Shakespeare’s As You Like It, and the New Orleans Metropolitan Museum of Art.  

Science

The student will arrange a series of experiments and lab reports with the science teacher.  One is due every quarter.
