New Orleans Museum of Art (NOMA)
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At some point during the year the student is expected to visit NOMA in City Park.  The student will show proof that he or she attended NOMA.  A picture or a receipt will do.  On top of this, the student will be expected to complete a photographic essay on NOMA’s sculpture garden.  


The essay will be on the student’s favorite statue from the garden.  The essay should include a picture of the sculpture with the student in front of it.  The essay itself will be five paragraphs, typed according to the MLA Format.  In it, the student will identify the title of the piece.  He/She will also include any pertinent information that can be found on the sculptor of the piece.  Lastly, the student should include why he/she liked the piece, and what he/she thinks is significant about it.  

          The student’s essay should follow all of the normal guidelines of essays written for class.   
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
